Lauvers Mennonite Church is seeking one male deacon nomination from 

each member, as Ken Gingrich’s first term as deacon will be completed 

at the end of August. Ken is eligible for a second term. 

 

Deacons serve a three year term and may serve two consecutive terms. 

As members of the Church Council, deacons primarily oversee business, 

facility/grounds and personnel items. 

 

A nominated individual should possess spiritual and leadership qualities 

that will equip him to serve in the leadership capacity of a deacon. 

Additionally, he must receive a minimum of five nominations to be 

processed for a deacon position. 

 

Deacons must be members of Lauvers Mennonite Church, though non-

members may be nominated. If a non-member receives five nominations 

they may consider becoming a member as part of the process. 

 

While George Martin and Lance Brubaker are members of the search 

committee they are still eligible for nomination.
