1. Building Project Update: This past week we passed partial 

occupancy inspection of the new addition, so we are free to 

begin using that space. We have a few things to finish up in the 

electrical room downstairs, and above the ramp at the entrance 

to the lower level of the addition. During renovation work 

PAME will use the conference/classroom in the addition for 

temporary storage area, so that room will be unavailable for 

LMC use for some weeks yet. Exterior work is nearing 

completion; patch paving along the building won’t be able to 

be done until asphalt plants open (typically mid-April). This 

coming week we will begin renovation of our existing spaces.  

Demolition will begin tomorrow morning, with removal of the 

walls and ceiling structure that open up an additional 10’ at the 

back of the existing sanctuary. We plan to have all spaces safe 

for use next Sunday morning for our usual services, but be 

aware that some things will look rough/unfinished for the next 

several weeks as we work through the renovation. Please be 

alert for uneven floor surfaces during this time! If you will be 

using the church building for anything this week, you may 

need to go from one end of the upper floor to the other via the 

basement, rather than through the work area. Current plans are 

to preserve the sound booth/projection/recording areas in place 

until the new booth is ready for us to begin using it.
